RULES
This is a registered OPEN NRA 3- Position Smallbore Rifle match fired from 50 feet on the A-36 target. The latest published NRA rules
will govern. Positions per NRA rule 5.6 (prone), 5.10 (kneeling), and 5.12 (standing). Any rifle per rule 3.2. Sights per rule 3.7.

ELIGIBILITY

All competitors are welcome to participant but only state residences that are members of the Wisconsin Rifle and Pistol Association
will be eligible for Championship trophies. If a National record score is fire during this competition the competitor must be member
of the NRA before the score will be established. Applications for the W/~FORCE will be available at the range. Applications and
fees must be submitted to the match director before beginning the match. Any competitors found not in compliance will not be
eligible for this championship but will have their score remain in contention for Place only. Teams wishing to compete in Match 6
must represent clubs affiliated with the W//~FORCE or their home State’s association will be allowed Per W/i~FORCE policies,

teams must represent clubs affiliated with the W/i~FORCE (or their home state’s association) and at least three individuals
making up a team must be from the same organization to be eligible for awards. “Pick-up” teams may fire for score only.

CLASSIFICATIONS AND CATEGORIES

Competitors will be classified using their NRA registered classification. An assigned classification using the NRA rules will be
accepted. All unclassified shooters will shoot as Masters. Shooters in a class with less than 4 shooters will be combined with the next
higher class for award purposes only. Teams will be classified as either Class A (Master/Expert) or Class B (Sharpshooter/Marksman)
